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Pray is located by the stream called "Sessera" which gives the name to its Valley, going
towards North-West and overlooked by the 2.040 m. high mountain called " Monte Barone".


The village of Pray (2.250 inhabitants ab.) developped thanks to the textile industry, starting
from the mid XIX Century.


Along the so called "road of the wool" is located the ancient textile Factory of the "Wheel"
that was built in the 1878. This perfect example of wool mill, still shows the water power
conveyance system. Nowadays it has been recovered and reused as a museum and 
conference hall.


The County of Pray is composed by a few historic hamlets, among them, Pianceri and
Flecchia show some important, ancient works, dated from XV and XVII Century, like some 

little churches and above all  the Palace " Riccio " built during the second half of the
600's on the top of the hill,  that can be seen from the valley. 


Pray and its " Valle Sessera" offer touristic appeal, for mountain bikers and
for trecking, for the lovers of nature and respite, among the woods and mountains
full of tasty mushrooms.


Furthermore in Pray you find all the sports facilities, like an out door swimming pool, 
tennis court, football ground, basket ground, as well as a public Hall for any kind of
entertainment.
